
 

  

UNION COUNTY BRED DIVISION 
1. Open to Market livestock animals (Swine, Steer, Heifer, Lamb, Individual Rabbit, Individual 

Poultry and Goat) must be Union County bred, born, and raised. Meat Pen Poultry and Meat Pen 
Rabbits will not have a Union County Bred show/class, individual animals ONLY. 

2. Animals must show in Market Classes, with the exception of Rabbits & Poultry. 

3. The exhibitor may show more than one animal per species, beef, swine, lamb, individual rabbit, 
individual poultry, and goat, entered in the Union County Fair. 

4. There must be a minimum of two animals to make a class for Union County Bred. 

5. Members (4-H and FFA) must designate their animal of choice for class on Entry Forms. Must list 
declare breeder and Tag number of animals. 

6. Members (4-H and FFA) can only show the designated animal listed on the Entry form. 

7. The judge will choose Grand and Reserve in class only. No other placings will be awarded. 

8. Union County Bred and Reserve winners will receive a buckle. 

9. All general and special rules apply.
